THE CHADLINGTON SOUTH AFRICA TROPHY 2025 

 

Competition Rules: 

1. Each team will consist of two mixed rinks (i.e. there must be at least one member of the opposite sex in 

each rink). 

2. All players must be fully paid-up members of the club they represent. 

3. No player may play for more than one Team or Club; Substitutes are allowed but they must not have played 

in any other Team or Club in that year's competition. 

4. In the case of bad weather: if 10 ends or more have been played before abandonment, the score will stand, 

unless it is a draw, in which case the match must be completed. The final decision to postpone a game to 

avoid damage to a green, rests with the home club's greenkeeper or, in their absence, the home team 

captain. 

5. EBA rules apply except that there shall be two trial end and each game shall consist of 18 ends. 

6. Before play, one rink shall be drawn to play an extra end to count in the event of a tie. 

7. Playing “Three's up” is NOT allowed in this competition, skips may visit the head by mutual consent of the 

team captains before the game starts. 

8. For each Round before the semi-final, the first named team in the draw shall be the Challenger and play at 

home.  The home team is requested to provide after-match refreshments as they deem suitable. 

9. The semi-final and final will be played at Chadlington Bowls Club. 

10. The organisers reserve the right to alter dates at any stage of the competition if unforeseen circumstances 

arise. 

Please Note the new timetable for this competition. 

The game can be played on any day and at any time as agreed between the 2 sides. 

 

The 1st round must be completed by the end of June 2025. 

 

The 2nd round must be played by the end of July 20225. 

 

The semi-final and Final will be held at Chadlington on Sunday 31st August.  Play will commence at 11 am for 

the semi-final games, followed by a meal and the Final will then be scheduled to start at 3.30.
